[image: ]Dr. Shetty is the founder and chairman of Bangalore’s Narayana Hrudayalaya, one of the largest hospitals in the world, with 1,500 beds and 24 operating rooms.  (In the U.S., the average hospital has 160 beds.) Physicians there perform more than 50 major heart surgeries daily and are renowned for doing the largest number of heart surgeries on children in the world.  The institution provides a full range of health care services including a cancer center, an orthopedic center, and a multi-specialty eye center.  In addition, the institution is a major teaching facility which conducts 49 training programs and is in queue to become a “deemed” university in India, indicating its high status.
Doctor to the World
Telemedicine is a form of high-tech medicine that extends a physician’s ability to reach patients unable to come to the hospital or clinic. Dr. Shetty is building on the success of using distance-based echocardiography to diagnose heart disease program by partnering with the Indian Space Research Organization to create satellite centers in government and charity hospitals throughout India. In his willingness to perform complex and delicate heart surgeries for people without concern for their ability to pay, Dr. Shetty has given people their life back – tens of thousands of times over.
